Continuing Education Units are required to maintain your CMA(AAMA) credential. 

These requirements can be found on the American Association of Medical Assistants 

website at www.aama-ntl.org. You will need at least 60 approved CEUs every five 

years to maintain certification or you will need to retake the certification examination.  

What are my CEU options? 

County Chapter Sponsored Events 

Twice a year, the CCCMA sponsors a CEU event with free offerings. Previous sessions 

covered A.L.I.C.E safety training, the function of the synapse, and viral hemorrhagic 

fevers.  Topics for each session vary with each event, so stay tuned for more 

information for our upcoming event in September.

CMA Today Articles

completed and mailed or faxed back to the AAMA with a fee. 

Participants must score an 80% to receive the CEUs for that 

submission. 

AAMA Online Offerings 

The AAMA offers online CEUs which includes past CMA Today articles and quizzes as 

well as online publications. Fees vary for the type of offering listed.  Multiple CEUs 

can be obtained at once using this option. 

AAMA CEU Publications 

If online learning isn’t appealing to you, the AAMA also offers printed materials that 

can be mailed to your home. As with the online offerings, the potential exists for 

multiple CEUs for a package of printed materials. 

The AAMA, Ohio State Society of Medical Assistants (OSSMA) and the CCCMA are 

here to help you with all of your certification renewal needs.
